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A new addition to our St. Mary’s Family 
 

By the time we all return from our summer vacations, the St. Mary’s staff would have grown by one.  I am 
so excited, I cannot contain myself!  We are truly blessed with a bishop who cares about us and concerns 
himself with our needs.  Yes, our bishop, George Councell has kept the promise he made to our wardens 
during his visitation in October of last year; he has sent us a seminarian.  On September 13th (our Wel-
come Home Sunday), we will be welcoming for the first time, The Reverend Maria Sanzo.  Ordained to the 
Sacred Order of Deacons in 2000, Deacon Sanzo discerned a call to the priesthood, and approached our 
bishop and the Commission on Priesthood.  After intense scrutiny, she was given the green light (a HUGE 
accomplishment for a permanent deacon) to pursue seminary education towards ordination to the Priest-
hood. She is currently a senior at the General Theological Seminary in New York City.  Deacon Maria 
comes at a very crucial time in the life of our vibrant congregation, and she comes with a wealth of experi-
ence and knowledge.  While it is clear that the primary function of any seminarian is to learn and grow into 
the ministry, Deacon Sanzo’s vast experience as a deacon for the past nine years, working in three different 
parishes, primarily in the fields of outreach and Christian faith formation makes her a truly unique addition 
to the St. Mary’s family. 
 
I invite all of you to come and bid Deacon Sanzo a very warm St. Mary’s welcome. 
 
 
 
As we look ahead to the coming year, I would like to bring some important additions to your attention.  
This year, we will be emphasizing the deepening of our faith in Christ by offering several classes in  
biblical studies and prayer.  For those of you who wish to deepen your Christian faith, these offerings will 
be invaluable.  We will offer some classes twice (on Sunday mornings and Tuesday evenings).  There will 
be a brochure on Welcome Home Sunday with brief descriptions on each of these offerings, so be sure to 
get a copy.  Centering Prayer (Contemplative prayer) will be offered throughout the year for those who 
wish to remain spiritually centered on a regular basis.  Healing Service with anointing and laying of hands 
will be offered on the second and fourth Wednesdays.  And for those who wish to have mid-week Holy 
Eucharist but cannot make it to the 7:15 AM service on Tuesday mornings, we will be offering Holy 
Eucharist at 10 AM on Thursdays throughout the year. 
 
All of these offerings are intended to help us deepen our faith in a loving God who calls us to wellness and 
health, and to bring healing to our lives and the lives of others in our fragile world.  I hope you will all take 
advantage of these in order to grow into the full stature of Christ.

In some CWS/CROP regions, CROP has come to mean

local     efforts nationwide. Twenty–five percent of this 
year’s Northern Ocean County CROP WALK will go di-
rectly to the Interfaith Hospitality Network of Ocean 
County.
