This issue of the STAR will focus on communication and money issues.  Remember that there were 56 surveys  
returned.  The final results are available at the church office. 
 
Almost 60% of the respondents ranked the weekly service program and announcements made during the service as 
their #1 way to receive information.  The monthly STAR followed closely in addition to family and friends.  The St. 
Mary’s website was a very distant last.  About 45% of the respondents never visit the website and only 50% of the 
respondents sometimes visit it.  One conclusion that may be drawn from this is that we need to promote our website 
more vigorously.  (Our website is http://saintmarysbythesea.org/ )  Let us know what you think of it! 
 
There were several questions relating to the Diocesan Fair Share, which is the amount of money St. Mary’s is asked to 
contribute annually toward the support of the Diocese. A significant percentage of people did not respond to the ques-
tions about the Fair Share.  Many people (52%)do not know how the Fair Share is calculated (43% do know how it is 
calculated).  When it comes to the actual amount of the Fair Share people were asked what percent of our budget 
should be used to support the Diocese.  36% did not respond, 5% said less than 5% of our budget, 32% said 5-10% of 
our budget, 18% said 10-15% of our budget, 7% said 15-20% of our budget and 0% said more than 20% of our 
budget. 
 
The next questions about the Fair Share are the exact results: 
 
Do you think that paying the full amount of the fair share asking is more/less important than carrying on the local 
work of St. Mary’s? 
 
9% More important  66% Less important 21% NR 2% Equal 
 
Do you think that paying the full amount of the fair share asking is more/less important than maintaining emergency 
funds and six months to one year of operating expenses? 
 
14% More important  63% Less important 21% NR 2% Equal 
 
Do you think that paying the full amount of the fair share asking is more/less important than maintaining and  
improving the building and grounds of St. Mary’s? 
 
5% More important  70% Less important 21% NR 2% Equal 
 
When it comes to a capital improvement campaign to raise funds for the improvement of the buildings and grounds of 
St. Mary’s, 68% said they would support the capital campaign, 18% said they would not support a capital campaign, 
and 14% did not respond. 
 
When asked what percentage of our savings/portfolio should be used each year to pay operating expenses, including 
the Fair Share assessment the results are as follows: 
 
25% Less than 5% 20% 5-10% 5% 10% to 15% 9% 15% to 20% 39% No Response 
 
When it came to fundraising, the most popular fundraiser was the gift auction, with 79% supporting it.  After that 
were the two cash 50/50 raffles that St. Mary’s ran. (one was part of the gift auction)  Youth fundraising events were 
well supported.
