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Treasurer's Report of Operating Income and Expenses for July

For the Month of July we received slightly more Operating Income thantexp@i3,816 versus $11,125). This
seems to be due the fact that people were catching up on their pledges.

For the Year, Operating Income is lower than anticipated ($130,134 versus $148j308)jue to pledge income
falling behind expectations ($108,102 versus $113,000) (which is not unusual for thersmonths) and the fact
that the Spring Fundraiser, the St. Maarten’s Trip, brought in lesshieipated ($8,875 versus $17,500).

For the Month of July Operating Expenses were in line with expectationdjgastyshigher ($18,782 versus
$18,182).

For the Year, Operating Expenses again are in line with expectatidraighly higher ($160,984 versus $160,254).
The difference was funded in the following ways —

$7,500 from Savings set aside for times of weak cash flow;
$7,500 from the authorized one time withdrawal for a Cash flow fund (not tode26¢@00) that must be replenish¢
with savings each year;

$15,000 from the Legacy as authorized for payment of % of our Fair Share.
