coaster ride which lasts just a few seconds, a steady diet of drastic uf
and downs can give us a sense of insecurity. We yearn for “normal”.

Since we began the season of Pentecost, we have listened to Mathe\
gospel stories painting a picture of uncertainty. We've heard thesstori
of the disciples’ boat being tossed on the water, Jesus calming the stg
his announcement of his arrest and death causing a notable rise in P4
Mathew's stories are written for the newly formed Christian amur
whose life is nothing close to normal. The new community of
Christianity was struggling to adapt to something very new, very
different from anything they had ever encountered. It was far from a
normal day for them, but Jesus filled them with his mercy and his grac
He strengthened them and fortified them and gave them what they
needed to live through all kinds of adversity. In the deepest places of
their hearts, among the new and the unknown Jesus lived. We are h¢
today, a continuum of those early Christians who lived through the
unknown.

In the last seven days, I've encountered an earthquake and two
evacuations due to the hurricane. Nothing seemed normal. Many of
have lived through the anticipation of the hurricane, and are now
adjusting to the damage it left including impassible roadways andfloss
electricity, flooding and property damage. What kind of day is it when
100 year old covered bridge is carried away by the current of a stormf
Hardly normal, | would say. And yet, and yet, in the midst of it all, in
the very heart of all the loss and devastation, in the center of the mos
abnormal is....God.

May you feel the mercy, the grace and the love of Christ in the midst ¢
each day, both normal and not so normal.
